Practice and prepare! All people feel some physiological reactions like pounding hearts and trembling hands. Don't associate these feelings with the sense that you will perform poorly.    1   . The adrenaline(肾上腺激素) rush that makes you sweat also makes you more attentive and ready to give your best performance. The best way to overcome nerves is to prepare and prepare. Once you have become comfortable with the material, practice a lot.

Know your audience. Before you begin to design your message, consider who the message is intended for.     2   . This will help you determine your choice of words, level of information, organization pattern, and motivational statement.
Use your hands effectively. Leave out nervous gestures.   3    Good delivery does not call attention to itself, but instead conveys the speaker's ideas clearly and without distraction.

Use humor, tell stories, and use effective language. Add a funny anecdote in your presentation, and you will certainly grab your audience's attention.   4    .  A story can provide that.

Grab attention at the beginning, and close with a powerful end. Do you enjoy hearing a speech that starts with "Today I'm going to talk to you about X"?    5   .
