MARIJUANA RESEARCH GETS SERIOUS 


Eight states voted to legalize marijuana for medical or recreational use in 2016, putting the total number of states with some form of legal pot at 28. In states where it is legal, doctors already prescribe it for things like pain, depression, migraines and PTSD – but research has been limited by federal drug laws. A growing quorum of scientists is calling for legitimate research into marijuana’s potential as a form of medicine. 

SUPERBUGS BECOME A SUPERTHREAT 


In 2016, global leaders promised to address the growing issue of drug resistance – meaning bacteria that can no longer be treated with antibiotics – during a historic meeting at the U.N. headquarters in New York City. Major progress is yet to be seen, but companies like McDonald’s have vowed to phase out antibiotics in their chicken, and scientists are hunting for new drug compounds in places like caves and the oceans. 

CRISPR TACKLES CANCER 


CRISPR is the most hyped technology in medicine for good reason: it allows scientists to easily and inexpensively edit any place of DNA from nearly any species. Recently Chinese scientists have used CRISPR to treat a person with lung cancer. Meanwhile, U.S. scientists are working on the first human trials using CRISPR to treat cancer stateside – the first of what will surely be many studies like it. 

CLIMATE CHANGE AS PUBLIC- HEALTH THREAT 


Climate change and pollution are contributing to the spread of infectious disease, less nutritious food, asthma and dangerous heat waves. In response, the U.S. and other nations have committed to reducing greenhouse-gas emissions by as much as 28% below 2005 levels by 2025. It remains to be seen if President-elect Donald Trump will honor that commitment, but scientists say the issue is only growing more critical.

We spend a lot of time on our mobile devices these days and automakers have taken note, rolling out connected cars that make it easy to do nearly everything from your phone.

“We all enjoy those kinds of experiences where you want something and by the push of a button everything gets taken care of for you. You don't have to go here and there and piece a bunch of things together by yourself，” said Jim Buczkowski, director of Ford electronics systems. He recently introduced FordPass, a mobile platform that lets car owners access services like finding and paying for a parking spot. “Here's the detail of what charges will be, and then I submit, and then I receive a QR photo allowing my entry to that parking location，” said he.

At Buick, the OnStar RemoteLink app connects owners to their cars no matter how far away they are. “This car in Detroit, I could start from here in New York. Or let us say I have the only key to it and my wife in Detroit needs to get in the car, I can unlock it for her from here，” said Stuart Fowle, manager of Buick communications.

The feature, in fact, harnesses the car's 4G LTE connectivity. Up to seven mobile devices can connect to it at any given time.

“We want people to feel as if they were at home within the car, which a lot of people want to be in just for the driving experience, now they can be in there, and even the passengers can be in there as well for the connectivity experience，”explained Rob Peterson, marketing manager for Buick crossovers.

But what does that connectivity mean for your privacy? It is important to have personal information to create that individualized, personalized experience, but certainly it will be a consumer's option. For certain consumers, it may not even be an issue. There certainly is a factor where a younger consumer is much more comfortable giving up a lot more privacy and data than an older consumer is, and more likely than not, you are going to see a behavior similar to how they handle their personal privacy within the vehicle.

Considering how capable our mobile devices have become, perhaps the only question left to answer is: “Who's driving？”

Deep among the streams and kauri trees of rural south Auckland, New Zealand's newest and most alternative school is in session. The weather is fine so a bout of (一次) fishing is in order, followed by lunch cooked on an open fire. Homework and classes? Indefinitely dismissed.

“We are called a school but we look nothing like any school out there，” says Joey Moncarz, co​founder and head teacher at Deep Green Bush School. “We don't do things like telling kids it is time to write or learn math. When they are interested in doing it, they do it.”

Moncarz is an ex​mainstream teacher. After five disappointing years in mainstream schools in New Zealand he quit to found Deep Green Bush School, which has a roll of eight, and no classroom walls, time out chairs (罚坐椅) or tests.

Concerned that mainstream schools were not preparing children for the global problems of the future — such as climate change — Moncarz imagined a totally different kind of education, rooted in the primal skills of hunting, gathering and survival. If the weather allows, pupils spend the majority of their day outdoors, exploring the New Zealand bush, learning to fish and hunt, trapping possums and learning about the plants and animals of their home. The more traditional school skills, such as reading, writing and arithmetic, are acquired at their own pace, after they begin showing an interest in them.

“We don't have what you'd traditionally consider problem kids，” says Moncarz. “Our parents saw their kids were unhappy and stressed in mainstream education and they started questioning: Is it normal or right for kids to come home stressed and unhappy? Having taught in a mainstream school, I'd say most kids are stressed and unhappy.”

Bush School is registered with the Ministry of Education as an independent school, and therefore does not have to abide_by the standard New Zealand curriculum, although it is subject to ministerial regulation.

Inspired by the Sudbury Valley School in the US, which in turn was inspired by A. S. Neill's Summerhill School in the UK, since launching in January Moncarz has been fielding requests from around New Zealand and abroad to open chapters of Bush School in places as far a field as China and Europe.

Moncarz insists that the school isn't an “experiment” in education, and is based on two million years of evidence of how parents have raised their kids, at one with nature. “We don't want to be one of a kind. We want to replace mainstream schools，” said Moncarz.

On a February afternoon in a Brooklyn classroom, 16​year​old Taylor came face to face with a cow — but it was all in her head. A virtual (虚拟的) reality headset had transported her and eight classmates to a New York farm 250 miles away and for students, the technology means field trips are no longer limited by the length of a bus ride.“I was not expecting it to be right in my face！” Taylor said after peeling off the purple headset and finding herself back in her classroom.

On any given day, students nationwide are deep-​sea diving, observing medical operations, even swimming through the human circulatory system using gadgets (小装置) that are becoming increasingly accessible in both cost and content. At least it's another way to engage the iPhone generation of students and at best, it can enhance their understanding and improve their grades.

“It instantly grabs the students，” said Colin Jones, who teaches science in the Plainview​ Old Bethpage Central School District. He has used a system called zSpace to dissect (解剖) cells and has walked goggled students through the boreal forest with a Google app called Expeditions.“It's something that can be done in a period or two，” he said, “it could take  even a week sometimes when you're doing in a lab.”

In Brooklyn, Taylor and classmates virtually walked through barns and fields in Watkins Glen, stretching arms toward videotaped pigs and cows.“It's different from watching video because you can have more than one perspective; you can actually move，” Taylor said.

Students can not only move, but also feel. In the lab, the physical effects of virtual reality become clear as subjects standing on solid ground teeter (摇晃) on storeys​-high virtual scaffolding or experience motion sickness without moving.

“Some of the research we're doing has actually shown that what you experience in virtual reality has very similar, if not the same, physiological responses that you would get if you were doing the actual activity, like your heart rate, cognition, breathing and even everything，” said Richard Lamb, who studies how the brain processes information at the University at Buffalo Neurocognition Science Lab. “The effect on learning is to improve interest, understanding and recall.”

It's unknown how many classrooms have or will adopt the technology, but experts say it's still relatively rare largely due to the fact that, while individual headsets that require a user's phone can cost as little as D|S20 or D|S30, systems and software for classes  run into thousands of dollars. Early complaints about a lack of good software are fading as more companies enter the market, but the rules for use haven't necessarily caught up to the technology. In New York, for example, simulated lab experiments don't count toward the state's hands​-on lab time requirements. Even so, the science is the area where virtual reality, especially enhanced to let users manipulate their surroundings, holds particular promise for classrooms.

“The biggest barrier, I think, is going to be the quality of that experience, how closely it mimics the physical world，” said David Evans, executive director of the National Science Teachers Association.“However, the ability to do dangerous things and to run many, many more common cases in a simulation (模拟) space as opposed to the real physical space represents a huge learning opportunity.”

Lamb, who taught chemistry, agreed.“Too often in schools, when we do things with labs, it's ... you mix this together, mix that together and get this outcome. And if you don't get that outcome, you did something wrong, but we don't have enough resources for you to redo it，” he said. In virtual reality, “all I do is hitting reset on the computer. I don't have to actually use chemicals.”

Both Lamb and Evans stressed using the technology to have similar experience to their real world, where any number of subtle factors can affect an outcome.“We_have_to remain_anchored_in_the_actual_world，” Evans cautioned, “because that's the one that we really need to explain.”

Deep reading, as opposed to superficial (shallow) reading we do on the Web, is an endangered practice, one we ought to take steps to preserve as we would a historic building or a significant work of art.

Recent research has illustrated that deep reading, characterized as a unique experience different kind from the mere understanding of words, is slow, immersive (沉浸的), rich in sensory detail and emotional and moral complexity. Although deep reading does not, strictly speaking, require a conventional book, the limits of the printed page are uniquely helpful to the deep reading experience. A book’s lack of hyperlinks (超链接), for example, frees the reader from making decisions—should I click on this link or not—allowing her to remain fully absorbed in the story.

That immersion is supported by the way the brain handles language rich in detail, indirect reference and figures of speech: by creating a mental representation that draws on the same brain regions that would be active if the scene were unfolding in real life. The emotional situations and moral dilemmas that are the material of literature are also vigorous (有活力的) exercise for the brain, driving us inside the heads of fictional characters and even, studies suggest, increasing our real-life capacity (能力) for recognition.

None of this is likely to happen when we’re browsing through a website. Although we call the activity by the same name, the deep reading of books and the information-driven reading we do on the Web are very different, both in the experience they produce and in the capacity they develop. A growing body of evidence suggests that online reading may be less satisfying, even for the “digital natives” to whom it is so familiar. Researchers reported that 39% of children and teens read daily using electronic devices, but only 28% read printed materials every day. Those who only read onscreen were three times less likely to say they enjoy reading very much and tell which book they like best. The study also found that young people who read daily only onscreen were nearly twice less likely to be above-average readers than those who read daily in print or both in print and onscreen.

All in all, the disappearance of deep reading would harm the intellectual and emotional development of generations growing up online, as well as the preservation of a critical part of our culture: the novels, poems and other kinds of literature that can be appreciated only by readers whose brains have been trained to understand them.

Parents often notice a return of the “terrible twos” when their children enter adolescence, who are struggling to be independence, but they lack the language needed to express the complexity of their emotions, and then comes the seemingly automatic response of “No!” or “That’s not fair!” when asked to do anything by parents.
