Step 2 General rules
一、完全倒装(Full Inversion)
谓语动词完全放在主语之前的句子，便是完全倒装句。这类句型主要有两种：
1. 表示方位或方式的副词或介词短语，如here，there，then， up，down，in，away，off，out，in the room，on the wall等置于句首，且主语是名词时。如：
In a lecture hall of a university in England sits a professor. 
South of the river lies a small factory. 
out rushed the children. 
注意：当句子主语是代词时，不可完全倒装
In she came.       她进来了。
2. such置于句首时，后面的句子用倒装结构。如：
Such was Albert Einstein, a simple man and the 20th century's greatest scientist.
此句型中的such多被认为是表语，所以such后的be动词应与其后的“真正的主语”保持一致。Such are the facts；no one can deny them. 这些就是事实，没有人能否定它们。
二、部分倒装（Partial Inversion）
只把谓语的一部分(多为助动词或情态动词)置于主语之前的句子，叫部分倒装句。这类句型主要有三种：
1. only修饰副词、介词短语或状语从句，且放在句首时。如：
Only in this way can we learn English well. 
使用特点：
(1)在部分倒装句中，如果谓语部分无助动词，则须找助动词来“帮助”它构成倒装句。如：
(×)Only after the war learned he the sad news. 
(√)Only after the war did he learn the sad news. 
只是在战后他才得知那个悲惨的消息。
(2)only修饰状语从句时，从句不可倒装,主句要部分倒装。如：
(×)Only when did he return did we find out the truth. 
(√)Only when he returned did we find out the truth. 
只是当他回来的时候，我们才查明了真相。
(3)only修饰主语时，句子不可倒装。如：
(×)Only can he answer the question. 
(√)Only he can answer the question. 只有他能回答这个问题。
2. 否定副词never，nor，not，hardly，little，seldom，scarcely，rarely及表否定意义的介词短语at no time，under/in no circumstances，in no case，by no means，on no condition等置于句首时。如：
Never before have I seen such a moving film. =I have never seen such a moving film before.
以前我从未看过这么感人的电影。
Not a single mistake did he make=He didn't make a single mistake. 他一个错误也没犯。
Hardly do I think it possible to finish the job before dark. =I hardly think it possible to finish the job before dark. 在天黑之前完成这项工作我认为几乎不可能。
3. 六个重要的固定句型：
(1)…so+be/助动词/情态动词+主语“……也是如此”。
They love having lots of friends；so do I. 他们喜欢交很多朋友，我也是如此。
使用特点：
①此句型也可写成“it is the same with…”，或“so it is with…”。如：
They love having lots of friends；it is the same with those with disabilities/so it is with those with disabilities. 
②如果句意不是“……也是如此”，而仅是对前面内容的肯定或附和(此时的so=indeed)，那么，句子不可使用倒装。
(2)…neither(或nor)+be/助动词/情态动词+主语“……也不这样”。
Lily can't ride a bicycle；neither(或nor)can Lucy. 
莉莉不会骑自行车，露西也不会。
使用特点：
①此句型也可写成“it is the same with…”，或“so it is with…”。
Lily can't ride；it is the same with Lucy/so it is with Lucy. 
②此句型中的neither(或nor)不可用so…not替代，但可用 not…either改写。如：
(×) I have never been abroad. So hasn't he.                i
(√) I have never been abroad. Neither/Nor has he.
(√) I have never been abroad. He has never/not been abroad either. 我没出过国。他也没有。
(3) So+adj. /adv. …that…“如此……以至于……”置于句首
So clearly does he speak English that he can always make himself understood. 
他说英语说得如此清晰，以至于别人都能听得懂。
使用特点：
在这个句型中，so后面的句子要倒装，而that引导的句子不倒装。
(4)Neither…，nor…“……不……，……也不……”。置于句首
Neither do I know it. nor do I care about it. 我不知道这件事，也不关心。
由于neither和nor都是否定词，所以它们后面的分句均需倒装。
(5)Not only…，but also…“不仅……而且……”，置于句首
Not only will help be given to people to find jobs, but also medical treatment will be provided for people who need it.
不仅要给那些找工作的人提供帮助，而且也要给那些需要帮助的人提供医疗保健服务。
使用特点：
此句型也可写成Not only…but…或Not only…but…as well的形式，但but(also)引导的句子必须用正常语序。
(6)Not until…“直到……才……”，置于句首
Not until he returned did we have supper. 直到他回来我们才吃饭。
使用特点：
①这句话可以改写成：We didn't have supper unto he returned. 再如：
Not until 4:00 in the morning can he fall asleep.
= He can't fall asleep until 4:00 in the morning 直到早晨4点他才睡着。
②如果not until引导的是句子，until从句的主谓不可倒装，只是主句需要倒装。
三、形式倒装(Formal Inversion)
形式上的倒装在语法上称为前置。它的特点是，只把强调的内容提至句首，主谓并不倒装。这样的结构非常多，但有几千重要的句型需要特别注意：
1. 感叹句
What an interesting talk they had! 他们进行了一次多么有趣的谈话呀!
How interesting their talk is! 他们的谈话多么有趣呀!
使用特点：
对名词(或中心词是名词)感叹时，用what引导；对形容词或副词感叹时，用how引导。
2. the more…，the more…句型
The more you listen to English，the easier it becomes. 
你听英语听得越多，它就变得越简单。
使用特点：
(1)此句型中的more代表的是形容或副词的比较级，要灵活使用。如：
The harder you work，the greater progress you will make. 
你越努力，取得的进步就越大。
(2)此句型中的第一个the more引导的部分相当于一个条件状语从句；第二个the more引导的部分相当于一个主句。所以，上面例句的意思实质上就是：If you work harder, you will make greater progress.
3. whatever/however+adj./adv.引导的让步状语从句
However difficult the problem may be，We must work it out this evening. 
无论这个问题会有多难，今晚我们必须解决。
使用特点：
whatever后面常接名词；用however时常构成以下形式：
However+形容词/副词+主语+…
Whatever reasons you have，you should carry out your promise. 
无论你有什么理由，你都应当遵守诺言。
4. as，though引导让步状语从句时采用倒装形式的情况
(1)表语的倒装
Tired as/though he was，he still went on with his work. 尽管很累，他还是继续工作。
Strange as/though it seems，it is true. 尽管看上去奇怪，这事却是真的。
Exhausted as/though she Was，she wasn't able to sleep. 
尽管已经筋疲力尽，但她还是睡不着觉。
(2)谓语动词的倒装
Try as he might，he didn't pass the exam. 尽管很用功，但他考试还是不及格。
Search as they would here and there, they could find nothing in the room.
尽管到处寻找，但他们在房间里找不到任何东西。
(3)状语的倒装
Much as be likes the bike，he doesn't want to buy it. 
他虽然很喜欢那辆自行车，但不想买它。
Hard as I studied，I could not catch up with them. 我虽然努力学习，但赶不上他们。
注意：如果是单数名词或形容词的最高级作表语，不再用冠词。如：
Youngest as he is in our class，he speaks English the best. 
他虽然是我们班年龄最小的，但他英语说得最好。

As is vividly shown in the cartoon, modern life has been dominated by computers. Whether a person is working, studying or playing, he is always staying in front of a computer. Even when he sleeps, what is in his dream is still the computer.
The reasons why modern people are tied up with computers are as follows.
