od and bad in all of us. Ancient myths and modern movies are full of situations where twins are made to represent that one is good and the other is bad.
Unfortunately, most people are more familiar with twin myths than with living, breathing twins. As one mother of adult twin sons put it, "I was amazed at how good both my twins were. From an early age there was so much care between them. If I offered one a biscuit, he wouldn`t take it until he made sure that his brother was going to get one too. I tried, but I could never get my single-born kids to be as thoughtful about each other." She said she protected her boys from twin myths while they were growing up by giving them different names. She never dressed them alike and avoided emphasis(强调)on their twinship.

While few parents believe the myth of good twin/bad twin, some fall into the trap of comparing their twins’ personalities and abilities. Of course, there are times when any parent becomes disappointed with one over the other. Wise parents keep these feelings to themselves. When they speak of differences between their twin children, they translate them into positive points and avoid negative labels(标签). Within the family, parents can control their own behavior. But there`s no easy way to protect them from wrong questions and comments from their classmates, teachers, coaches and strangers. The best defense is to show a positive attitude toward twinship and about any difference between your children.

It’s hard to shake a bad habit once it settles into our routine and becomes a part of our characters. It’s often equally difficult to develop a good habit every once in a while no matter how beneficial it might be to us. Is it really possible to develop a good and useful habit without much stress or sacrifice along the way?

While it may be difficult to only focus on one thing at a time, you can develop habits over time and focus on each one separately without sacrificing energy or attention. For example, if you want to get better at drawing or become the best writer in your class, you need to put your activities around that goal. Doing something different each day without rhyme or focus won’t help develop any longstanding habits but will only make you frustrated (挫败的) in the progress.

Don’t be shy to aim for your particular habit. If you want to sleep regularly every night or draw ten drawings every day without an excuse, why not go for it and see how far you can get? Being humble (谦虚的) about your life goals and habits will only lead to mediocrity, which will make you believe that you are not good enough to do something.

Looking for professional help might be a good idea if you don’t know how to inspire yourself or develop a daily plan for your habit development. It’s important to separate your big goals into smaller parts and activities that you can do on a daily basis without letting a day pass by when you don’t do anything about your new habits.

Being committed to your goals is the number one priority (优先事项) in developing a good habit. Always remember why you started working on your habits in the first place. If cycling each day can make you healthier, why not commit yourself to it and have a better life? If your drawing skills are poor, why not put some time into drawing each and every day while you are waiting for something else to happen? These small activities later will do a lot for your habit development and create an internal clock, or a personal routine. This routine will be habitual, meaning that you will start doing the scheduled activities more and more.

Only you can help yourself develop any good habit, no matter how hard someone might be pushing you to do so. Find support from your friends and family if you need it, but, firstly and most importantly, rely on yourself.

Researchers found that walking around with a forced smile and fake(假的) happiness simply leads to people feeling unhappier. So, putting a brave face on your sadness could be harmful. The research also found that women suffered more than men when pretending to be happy.

Dr. Brent Scott, who led the study, said employers should take note because forcing workers to smile when dealing with the public can result in bad outcomes. He said. “Smiling for the sake of smiling can lead to emot[image: image7.png]2K B =B (ZXXK.COM)




ional tiredness, and that’s bad for the organization.” He also said the research showed customer-service workers who had “fake smiles” throughout the day fell into a bad mood(心情) and didn’t want to work, so their productivity dropped.

The study is one of the first of its kind to examine emotional expressions over a period of time and compare the different effects on men and women. Dr. Scott’s team examined the effects of “surface acting”, or fake smiling, compared to “deep acting”, or making people smile by thinking of pleasant memories.

Dr. Scott said, “Women were harmed more by surface acting, meaning their moods worsened even more than men’s. However, they were helped more by deep acting, which means their moods improved more by thinking of pleasant memories.”

According to Dr. Scott women tend to suffer more when pretending to be happy because they are exp[image: image8.png]2K B =B (ZXXK.COM)




ected to be more emotionally expressive than men. Therefore, forcing a smile while feeling down is more likely to go against their normal behavior and cause more harmful feelings.

Although deep acting can improve moods a little in the short term, Dr. Scott says, it’s not a long-term solution to feeling unhappy. “There have been some suggestions that if you do this over a long period you start to feel unreal. You’re trying to develop positive emotions, but at the end of the day you may not feel like yourself any more.”
