Homemade Natural Sunscreen
· Ingredients:
·  1/2 cup olive (橄榄) oil
·  1/4 cup coconut (椰子) oil with natural SPF(sun protection factor) 4
·  1/4 cup beeswax (蜂蜡)
· 2 tablespoons zinc oxide (氧化锌) (This is version that won't be absorbed into the skin. Be careful not to breathe into the powder).
· Optional: up to 1 teaspoon red raspberry seed oil
· Optional: up to 1 teaspoon carrot seed oil
· Optional: up to 1 teaspoon vitamin E oil
· Optional: essential oils, vanilla extract (香草萃取物) or other natural extracts to suit your
· preference
· Instructions:
· Combine ingredients except zinc oxide in a larger glass jar（罐子）. I have a mason jar that I keep just for making lotions (护肤液) and lotion bars, or you can even reuse a glass jar from foods.
· Fill a medium saucepan with a couple inches of water and place over medium heat.
· Put a lid on the jar loosely and place in the pan with the water.
· As the water heats, the ingredients in the jar will start to melt. Shake or stir occasionally to mix. When all ingredients are completely melted, add the zinc oxide, stir in well and pour into whatever jar or tin you will use for storage. Small mason jars are great for this. It will not pump well in a lotion pump!
· Store in a cool, dry place or in the fridge.
· Use as you use regular sunscreen. Best if used within six months.
· Additional Notes:
· Beeswax is for water protection. This sunscreen is somewhat but not completely waterproof and will need to be reapplied after sweating or swimming.
· Make sure not to breathe in the zinc oxide--use a mask if necessary!
· This recipe (配方) has an SPF of about 15, though adding more zinc oxide will increase the SPF.
· Add more beeswax to make thicker sunscreen, less to make smooth sunscreen.
· I recommend coconut or vanilla extract for sweet smell.
· I prefer to store in a small canning jar and apply like body butter. It will be thicker, especially if you use coconut oil in the recipe.
· Remove the zinc oxide and this makes an excellent lotion recipe!

I have a British friend with a son in his 30s. He is having a hard time gaining economic income. When I saw my friend recently, I inquired, "How's William doing?" "He's doing great, " said my friend. "He's a barrister (律师). " "Really?" I replied, surprised and impressed. "Well," my friend smiled, "I think it's actually pronounced, barista (咖啡吧员工). "
A mistaken explanation blames education and technology for it. For decades, as work's pay and career horizons worsened, many economists have argued that in order to earn more, Americans need better education. Technology enters into it because machines are increasingly
replacing human workers. People who want reliable jobs need advanced skills. This sounds plausible — until you drill down into the details.
For starters, the wage commanded by college-educated workers over high-school graduates has been narrowing for more than a decade. In fact, income inequality has been increasing among college graduates. A great many of those polite baristas have college degrees. As for barristers there's glut(供过于求).
The reality that many expert commentators don't acknowledge is a huge and great power shift. Technology is the enabler（促进者） of this shift, not the cause. Jobs that used to be structured as stable positions are being redefined as temporary work, or contract work that allow management to pay lower wages and no benefits. And the shift is getting faster.
Contrary to what you may hear, this is not all about technology requiring flexibility. Some hotel workers are paid as salaried employees, while others are part-timers.
Two factors are at work. The weakening of unions means that workers have less power to bargain for regularized work. Besides, the years of high unemployment rates also give management more power to impose its new model. If we had full employment, a lot of workers would not have to settle for these new debased (贬低了的) jobs.
Revising these trends will take efforts across many fronts: higher-minimum-wage legislation (立法), better implementation of labour laws on the books, a revision of the definition of who is an employer.
Above all, it will depend on having full employment and a restoration of the right. It's far easier to call for more education. But education, while desirable for all people as citizens, won't fix what's broken in the job market.
It will just get us better-qualified baristas. Will that be for here or to go?

Scientists studying how songbirds stay on key have developed a statistical explanation for why some things are harder for the brain to learn than others.
"We've built the first mathematical model that uses a bird's previous sensorimotor  （感觉运动） experience to predict its ability to learn," says Emory biologist Samuel Sober, the leading researcher. "We hope it will help us understand the math of learning in other species, including humans."
Their results, showing that adult birds correct small errors in their songs more rapidly and confidently than large errors, were published in the Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences (PNAS).
Sober's lab uses Bengalese finches (白腰文鸟) as a model for researching the mechanisms of how the brain learns to correct vocal （发声的）mistakes.
Just like humans, baby birds learn to vocalize by listening to adults. Days after hatching, Bengalese finches start imitating the sounds of adults. "At first, their song is extremely variable and disorganized," Sober says. "It's baby talk, basically." The young finches keep practicing, listening to their own sounds and fixing any mistakes that occur, until eventually they can sing like their elders.
Young birds, and young humans, make a lot of big mistakes as they learn to vocalize. As birds and humans get older, the variability of mistakes shrinks. One theory argues that adult brains tend to keep out big mistakes and pay more attention to smaller ones.
"To correct any mistake, the brain has to rely on the senses," Sober explains. "The problem is, the senses are unreliable. If there is noise in the environment, for example, the brain may think it misheard and ignore the sensory experience."
The link between variability and learning may explain why youngsters tend to learn faster and why adults are more resistant to change.
The researchers wanted to quantify（量化） the relationship between the size of a vocal error, and the probability of the brain making a sensorimotor correction. The experiments were conducted on adult Bengalese finches outfitted with light-weight, miniature headphones. As a bird sang into a microphone, the researchers used sound-processing equipment to trick the bird into thinking it was making vocal mistakes, by changing the bird's pitch and altering the way the bird heard itself, in real-time.
"When we made small pitch shifts, the birds learned really well and corrected their errors rapidly," Sober says. "As we made the pitch shifts bigger, the birds learned less well, until at a certain pitch, they stopped learning."
"We hope that our mathematical framework for how songbirds learn to sing could help in the development of human behavioral therapies for vocal rehabilitation, as well as increase our general understanding of how the brain learns," Sober says.

The first time she saw Bryce Loski, she flipped. The first time he saw Juli Baker, he ran. For six years of living close by, they had played the same game of cat-and-mouse (Juli was the cat; Bryce was the unfortunate mouse).
For years Juli dreamed of one thing: her first kiss from the boy. Nothing else seemed to matter. But when Juli's favorite sycamore tree is threatened by developers, things begin to change. She begins to see things and places and people in a different light. Things, for years, she thought to be important, become things she can live without; and people she thought to be the center of her universe, become nothing more than a star in a faraway galaxy.
Things begin changing with Bryce also. It all begins with the eggs...which then cause a domino effect of changes with his relationships with his best friend, his father, the Bakers and, ultimately, Juli.
I had seen this book on the shelf at bookstores for years, but never bothered to pick it up because it looked to be another book from Jerry Spinelli (not exactly my favorite author in the world) and so, continually, I would walk past it without giving it a second glance. If by chance I had picked it up, I most likely would not have read it, since the summary on the back didn't seem too appealing. It wasn't until a couple of weeks ago that I heard about Flipped the movie. I read an interview with Callan McAuliffe (the actor who portrays Bryce) and thought that Flipped was a romance right up my alley; cute, innocent and as far from Jane Austin as you could get. After reading the interview and a summary of the movie, I found the plot-line to be somewhat appealing and a definite breath of fresh air opposed to the dark material I have been recently reading and writing. I found the book a few days later in a Goodwill bookstore and finished it in three days.
The story isn’t what you would consider deep.. .it isn't shallow and pointless either…I guess you could say it’s the perfect balance of life-lessons and innocence.
You read about Bryce and Juli (each from their own points of view) and how, throughout six years, their lives and views and opinions change and develop. Flipped is somewhat of a coming of age story about two kids learning to see life from the other’s point of view and learning that growing up isn't about staying the same, but changing; changing likes and dislikes; changing friends and crushes and views on family.
Uniquely written, every other chapter showing the same scenes and events, only from the other's point of view, you see how the saying. "Two sides to every story,” is true. You are able to see both Juli and Bryce's reasons for doing what they do and saying what they say...not just what the other sees.
It will be interesting to see how this writing style comes into play in the movie. Overall I thought this story was incredibly cute and light-hearted, although it didn’t entirely meet my expectations. Especially the ending. I felt as though it ended quite abruptly and that there was more story that needed to be told.
But even with that, after having taken a step back and taken my mind off of Flipped, I find the story has stuck with me and stayed in the back of my mind, making me highly anticipate seeing this book turned to a film. I understand why it has been so popular for almost two decades and am looking forward to seeing Flipped on the big screen soon.

Troubled by the poor performance of their investments, many people are taking steps to stop decrease of their savings and rethink their financial plans. They are not sure what to do to maximize returns in light of stock market fluctuations, new tax laws, low interest rates and skyrocketing real estate values. “People are afraid of making a mistake and losing more money,” says financial counselor Denise Hughes. “The do­it­yourself investor of the 1990s is more comfortable now doing nothing.” But doing nothing isn't better than doing something smart. Here's what financial advisors are recommending to their clients：
Plan for financial aid. Most parents don't save nearly enough for children's education. They assume that investing in a 529 plan is the best place for your savings. While a 529 plan offers tax­free growth and withdrawals for college costs, colleges look at these savings when evaluating their qualification and how much they will hand over. Do save aggressively for college in a taxable account in your name if your household income is below $100，000. In this case, your child will likely qualify for some financial aid. Do invest in a 529 plan if your income is higher than $100，000 and will likely remain at or above that level when your child enters college. In this case, the 529 plan is great because you probably won't qualify for financial aid anyway.
Expect ups and downs. Annoyed by three straight years of stock market declines, many people have been shifting to lower­risk investments. But just as taking too much risk can hurt your portfolio's(投资组合) growth rate, so can hiding out in excessive safe investments. Do consider investing in funds that you'll hold on to for more than a year. Under the new tax law, long­term capital gains are taxed at a maximum of 15%, down from 20%. Do look at stock funds that pay dividends(红利). Dividends on stocks used to be taxed at your personal income tax rate. Under the new law, they are now taxed at no more than 15%. Investing in these funds will not only hold down taxes but also sustain your portfolio's value in tough times.
Forget high fees. Over the next ten years, achieving the kind of double­digit returns we experienced over the past 20 years will be much harder. In the 1990s, the average rate of returns for a [image: image2.png]IRRR
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portfolio allocated 60% to stocks and 40% to bonds was 13.2% after taxes and transaction expenses. Over the coming decade, this rate is expected to be closer to 5.5%. Don't pay unnecessarily high investment costs and fees. For example, if you can save half a percentage point on your fund expense ratio(the fee that funds charge you each year to manage your money), your average investment return could be 6% instead of 5%.
