An enormous 57% of the nation's children and teens will be obese by age 35 if current trends continue, according to a new study.
The research, published Wednesday in the New England Journal of Medicine, goes beyond previous studies suggesting unhealthy childhood weights often lead to adult obesity. It suggests that while heavy children face the highest risk, even those who make it to age 20 in good shape face substantial peril in a world where obesity could soon be the new normal.
“This study is the first to make precise predictions for today's generation of children,” and the news is not good, said lead author Zachary Ward, a researcher at Harvard’s T. H. Chan School of Public Health. The findings, he said, show the need for stepped-up prevention efforts through young adulthood.
The current adult obesity rate stands at a record 39.8 %. The rate in children and teens is 18.5%. Adult obesity is linked with health problems including diabetes, heart disease and cancer.
The research relies on weight trend data from several studies that tracked individuals over time. The researchers used that data to create a model that projects what will happen to today's children if current trends persist.
The study does not look at underlying causes, but suggest that risks start accumulating early.
For example, a severely obese five-year-old faces an 89% risk of midlife obesity. A normal- weight peer has a 53% risk. At 19, a severely obese teen faces a 94% risk of being obese at 35; a normal-weight peer has a 30% risk.

The study is based on “a sophisticated statistical analysis technique that relies on certain assumptions, and those assumptions can be challenged.” said Steven Daniels, chairman of pediatrics at the University of Colorado School of Medicine. “But I think the assumptions and their conclusions are pretty reasonable and, unfortunately, pretty scary.”
Daniels, who was not involved in the study, said the findings, “profound changes in physical activity and diet” It’s easier,” he said, “for kids and parents to choose “high-calorie, low-nutrient foods and drinks than healthy ones.”

Money isn't everything for today's workers.
Money, it appears, no longer is the biggest thing motivating people to go to work every day. At least those are the results of a new survey out from insurer MetLife, which found that 9 in 10 people would choose a company with similar values over a job that pays more. And they're willing to take a pretty big pay cut to make sure those values are consistent with their own.
The average pay cut employees were willing to take was 21%.The findings were not limited to high-wage earners. People who made less $50,000 a year also said they still were willing to part with at least some of their salaries for the right company.
“Working, is increasingly becoming part of people's identity” said John Richter, vice president of corporate citizenship for MetLife. As work and life combine together, work becomes part of a person's personal brand. People want the workplace to support them and how they view life.
The survey asked more than 1,000 employees over the age of 21 in a variety of industries what they look for when selecting a place of employment. Three-quarters said they want a company that both supports them financially and acts as a good. corporate citizen by demonstrating it cares about the community and well-being of its people.
The most notable demographic was Millennials, who said they would work for 34% less for a company that supports their views. That's more than double the amount of pay Baby Boomers would be willing to give up.
“Millennials care about having an employer more than just a paycheck,” Richter said. “They want to make a positive difference in the world and carry that into the workplace. It's an extension of who they are.”
Both employees and companies benefit from having shared values, the survey found. Three-quarters of those who worked for a company with similar values reported higher levels of satisfaction with their jobs, were more loyal to their companies and were more likely to stay with the company in the long term. “There is a real boom-line business impact, when employees’ and companies’ values match,” Richter said. “The companies that are most likely to succeed have to understand the importance of this.”

The Power of Negative Thinking

Despite America’s reputation for optimism, nearly three-quarters of U.S. adults are pessimistic about the country’s future. This may not be all bad, though. Decades of research have found that positive thinking isn’t always so positive. In some cases, pessimists fare better than those with a sunnier disposition.
Married couples who were extremely optimistic about their relationship’s future were more likely to experience relationship deterioration. Optimism may also be tied to lower earnings. A study of data from British households found that across two decades, especially optimistic self-employed people earned about 25 percent less than their pessimistic peers. And National Cancer Institute researchers found that people who lowballed their risk of heart disease were more likely to show early signs of it.

Maybe this is because a rosy outlook leaves us overconfident. For example, homeowners who underestimated their chances of radon exposure were less likely to buy radon test kits than were those with a more realistic sense of risk—their optimism left them vulnerable. 

Optimism can also beget disappointment. In one study, psychology students were surveyed immediately before and after receiving exam results. Students who had anticipated a higher grade than they received were upset after learning their score; students who had underestimated their grade (i.e., the pessimists) felt better afterward. 

Embracing negativity may also have social benefits. Compared with cheery moods, bad moods have been linked to a more effective communication style, and sadness has been linked to less reliance on negative stereotypes. Feeling down can make us behave more fairly, too. People who saw sad video clips before playing an allocation game were more generous with their partners than those who saw happy clips. 

So how can you get the most out of a glass-half-empty mind-set? In the 1980s, two University of Michigan researchers described a strategy they called “defensive pessimism,” whereby people harness their anxiety for good. A pair of follow-up studies found that by setting low expectations and envisioning worst-case scenarios, defensive pessimists optimized their performance on a variety of tasks, from darts and math problems to fulfilling real-life goals. 

This approach might work across one’s lifetime, too. A 30-year study of more than 10,000 Germans found that older adults who had underestimated their future satisfaction were less likely than their optimistic peers to end up disabled or die prematurely. Defensive pessimism isn’t exactly a new strategy, of course—the Stoics were urging “the premeditation of evils” some 2,300 years ago. Still, it may be time to revise an old maxim: Forget about hoping for the best. Instead, focus on preparing for the worst.

How Packaging Helps Brands Soar

It was a leap of faith（果敢的举动） that took some courage. In late 2014, Korrina Ede and Robert Madden worked as managers in Vancouver toy store, but they were looking to do something a little different. Armed with creativity and a passion for whimsical（异想天开的） young adult literature—most particularly the Harry Potter series—they conceived（构思）OwlCrate, a monthly subscription（订阅） box that includes a just-published hardcover novel, exclusive（独家的）goodies from the author and several fun items built around the month’s theme. Supported by some eye-catching packaging, this creative idea took flight, with the initial monthly shipment of 250 boxes in early 2015 growing in excess of 10,000 today.

It’s All In The Presentation

When OwlCrate officially launched in February 2015, Ede and Madden had developed the brand’s “Magical Monthly Reads” concept, a social media campaign and an attractive packaging strategy that gave a nod to（选中，看好） the Harry Potter series. “In those stories, the owl delivers the mail, and we wanted our logo to have a bit of a magical feel to it,” said Madden. “The box has printing on every side, including a short guide to unboxing, and an owl printed on the bottom of the inside, so you get a fun little image when you finish unpacking.”

There were other considerations as well. While many subscription box startups （新公司）often print their labels and affix them to the front of the package, from the start Ede and Madden opted for（选择） direct printing to convey a higher level of quality. They had their boxes further optimized（优化） for strength in the mail, with corrugated（瓦楞的，波纹的） specifications upgraded after the initial launch. All of OwlCrate’s primary materials are sourced from U.S. companies and assembled by a team based outside of Portland, Oregon.

This top-quality packaging doesn’t go unappreciated: OwlCrate’s customers often repurpose their boxes in creative ways. Afterward, the boxes are easily recycled. “Our subscribers have shared photos of the boxes included in their bookshelves, or stacked as towers to show how many months they’ve subscribed,” noted Ede. “They also use them to mail things to friends and family since they look so nice.”

Ede and Madden have now launched a second subscription box called OwlCrate Jr. for children ages 8 to 12. They differentiate this product through carefully organized, age-appropriate books, a unique two-color logo and customer-printed blue interior.

Creativity And Coolness Yield Success

Although OwlCrate’s growth was a bit upsetting at first, Ede and Madden’s courage, creativity and attention to detail in their packaging have served them well. 

“On social media the OwlCrate logo is the most widely shared image of the box,” said Madden. “I think it just evokes（唤起回忆或情感） that sense of magic, building anticipation（期待期望） when a magical owl has landed at your doorstep with this month’s goodies.”

“It’s fun and whimsical,” said Ede. “Lots of people just receive bills and boring stuff in the mail, so I think when our box shows up they get really excited.”

Lying in a foreign language, easy or not?


Most people don't find it more difficult to lie in a foreign language than in their native tongue. However, things are different when telling the truth: This is clearly more difficult for many people in a foreign language than in their native one.

This unexpected conclusion is the result of a study conducted by two psychologists from the University of Würzburg: Kristina Suchotzki, a postdoctoral research fellow at the Department of Psychology I, and Matthias Gamer, Professor of Experimental Clinical Psychology.

The two scientists now present their insights in Journal of Experimental Psychology.

Their findings could be important for a lot of processes in which the trustworthiness of certain people must be evaluated — for example in asylum procedures(庇护过程).

In such situations, reports by non-native speakers tend to be perceived（察觉） as less believable even though they may be truthful.
Two contradicting theories


There are two research theories to predict differences between deception（欺骗） and truth telling in a native compared to a second language.

Research from cognitive load theory（认知负荷理论） suggests that lying is more difficult in a foreign language.


"Compared to truth telling, lying is a cognitively more demanding task," Kristina Suchotzki explains. Adding a foreign language imposes an additional cognitive challenge which makes lying even more difficult.

Lying is easier in a foreign language: This should be true according to the emotional distance hypothesis（情感认知假说）. This assumption is based on the fact that lying is associated with more emotions than staying with the truth. Liars have higher stress levels and are tenser.

Research from linguistics, psychology and psychophysiology shows that compared to speaking in a native language, communicating in a second language is less emotionally arousing.

"Based on the emotional distance hypothesis, you would hence expect lying in a foreign language to be less arousing emotionally," Suchotzki says. Accordingly, this reduced emotional arousal would facilitate （促使）lying.
Experiments and results


To settle this question, the Würzburg psychologists conducted a number of experiments in which up to 50 test persons had to complete specific tasks.

They were asked to answer a number of questions — sometimes truthfully and sometimes deceptively both in their native language and in a foreign language. Some questions were neutral such as "Berlin is/is not in Germany"; other questions were clearly emotional like "Have you ever taken illegal drugs?" or "Would you work as a nude model?".


While the test participants answered the questions, the scientists measured their response time, skin conductance and heart rate.
In a nutshell, the results are as follows:


Usually, it takes longer to answer emotional questions than neutral ones.


Answers in the foreign language also take longer than their native language counterparts.


Generally, it takes longer to tell a lie than to tell the truth.

However, the time differences between deceptive and truthful answers are less pronounced in a second language than in the native language.

The slight difference does not, however, result from giving a faster deceptive response. Rather in a foreign language, telling the truth takes longer than in one's native tongue.

Whether neutral or emotional question: The time differences between telling the truth and lying are generally smaller in a foreign language.

The scientists believe that these findings reflect the "antagonistic effects of emotional distance and cognitive load".

"Based on the cognitive load hypothesis, one would have expected increased effort for truth telling and lying in a foreign language, with the increased effort being more pronounced for lying," Kristina Suchotzki says.


The data suggest that the increased cognitive effort is responsible for the prolongation(延长) of the truth response in the foreign language.


The reason why this prolongation does not exist or is less pronounced in lying can be explained with the emotional distance hypothesis: The greater emotional distance in a foreign language thus "cancels out" the higher cognitive load when lying.

But even though no Ghibli films have officially screened in Chinese theaters until now, Totoro is already much loved in China, thanks to alternative media distribution methods. As such, the movie’s opening is a big deal, and to celebrate, the local marketing team has commissioned a gorgeous new poster.

For those who aren’t familiar with the story, "My Neighbor Totoro" focuses on two young sisters, Mei and Satsuki, who move to a countryside home with their father, where they encounter various nature spirits while exploring the surrounding forests and fields.

The Chinese poster, with Miyazaki’s name displayed proudly smack dab in the center, is beautifully understated in its aesthetics, showing Satsuki following Mei through what appears to be a field of tall grass. The perspective, gazing down on the girls from far above, elegantly reminds us of how young and full of potential they are by drawing the characters as such small representations, with so much of the wide, wonderful world waiting in front of them.

But then, as your eyes follow in the direction of Mei’s outstretched hand, you notice a few darker patches. Are these metaphors for the sadness and hardships that are also part of growing up? Shadow cast by clouds, further reinforcing the atmosphere of watching the scene from above?

Perhaps, but the more likely explanation is that they’re the gray tufts of fur on Totoro’s eminently huggable tummy.

The clever design, subtle enough that you might miss it at first glance but distinctive enough that you’ll always notice it after, is the work of Chinese artist Huang Hai. His take on Totoro has been drawing praise both in China and Japan, and is so artistic that one commenter sees parallels with The Ball, one of the works of 18th/19th century Swiss/French painter Felix Vallotton.
