1. It has the distinction of being the oldest and most complex underground system in the world.

2. However, most trains to London only went to the outer city limits, because building railway tracks into the city would have damaged many old buildings.

3. However, new trains had to be developed and the plan required raising a large amount of money, so the digging was postponed until 1860.

4. Sixteen years later, in 1884, the Metropolitan Railway Company and the Metropolitan District Railway linked up and provided underground service in the middle of the city.

5. Because of the smoke from the steam engines, early underground lines needed large holes leading to the surface at regular intervals, so that people could get fresh air and would not choke.

6. Having seen the situation, a wealthy American businessman, Charles Yerkes, undertook the job of improving the system in 1902 by obtaining ownership of the many different lines and setting up the Underground Electric Railways Company of London.

7. The Underground Electric Railways Company of London, the Metropolitan Line and all the different bus and train lines were placed under the authority of the Board.

8. The last line added was the Jubilee Line, which was opened in 1979 in honor of the 25th anniversary of Elizabeth II becoming the queen.
