The western green mamba is also known as Hallowell’s green mamba. They can measure from 5.9 feet to 10.5 feet in length. This makes the western green mamba the second longest poisonous snake in Africa, with the black mamba being first. The green mamba is still, however, the most agile（敏捷的）snake in the mamba family. Their skin color is greenish yellow, olive green, emerald green, or some variation, which helps them to blend into their environment.

The western green mamba can be found in West Africa and they often live in rain forests. Being an arboreal species, these snakes will spend most of their time moving among the tree tops. However, they are still very comfortable on the ground, and commonly leave their trees to pursue a potential meal on the ground. The western green mamba is mostly active in the daytime, but can also be seen hunting at night from time to time.

The diet of a western green mamba consists of birds, frogs and a variety of small mammals such as squirrels, mice and even bats. These snakes will approach their prey（猎物）with the help of their natural camouflage（伪装）. When they are close enough, they bite their victim and inject it with poison. Once the prey has died, the western green mamba will proceed to swallow its meal whole. If faced with danger, these snakes will try to run away. If they are cornered, however, they will become extremely aggressive, hissing and striking with their sharp teeth repeatedly.

The female western green mamba is the one who lay eggs. She usually lays 5 to 15 eggs each time. Upon hatching, the young snakes are completely independent. The mother and father play no part in raising their children. The babies are born with everything that they need to survive in the wilderness. If they can reach adulthood, then they will have practically no natural predators to worry about, with the exception of a few birds of prey.

The western green mamba is not an endangered species. As a matter of fact, its biggest threat comes from people. Hopefully, the western green mamba can continue to live alongside people and never have to worry about facing extinction. After all, such a unique and agile animal deserves to live and prosper far into the future.

In 1992, Tullis Onstott and his colleagues discovered bacteria growing on the rocks found from some 3 kilometers underground. Those rocks were more more than 200 million years old, at least as old as the earliest dinosaurs. And the bacteria they analyzed may have survived from that time.

 Scientists like Onstott now travel the world over in search of deep life. They go deep underground in mines or caverns. And these hunts are turning up a whole zoo of microscopic creatures. Some of the deeply buried creatures feed on toxic（有毒的）chemicals. One day, other scientists might let them clean up toxic waste. Other microbes（微生物）might produce useful substance, such as new types of germ-killing medicines known as antibiotics. And perhaps most importantly, these organisms could also help biologists learn about life beyond earth.
Researchers have now identified many types of bacteria in underground water. Many of them stick to each other or rocks in a slimy community called a biofilm（生物膜）. To study these microbes, scientists try to grow them in the lab. But so far, they have been successful with only about one out of every 100 bacterial species deep down.

Most of the first research on deep life focused on bacteria. But they’re far from the only species deep down. Take nematodes for example. These tiny worms usually live in the soil and feed on bacteria. When Gaetan Borgonie heard there were bacteria deep underground, he wondered if there were also worms feeding on them. Borgonie is a zoologist at Extreme Life Isyensya in Gentbrugge, Belgium.

So he sampled the underground water he collected from deep beneath earth’s surface for two years. “We found this whole zoo of animals,” he says, “much more than I expected.” These animals, though, were all too small to be seen with the naked eye. Many looked like little worms or caterpillars.

Indeed, he now suspects, living so deep underground might actually be a good thing for these creatures. Unlike at the surface, there are no predators down there to gobble them up. “For them, it’s like a summer camp,” says Borgonie.

It was a sunny Saturday afternoon in Chinatown, and The Sill was crowded with plant lovers. There were couples eyeing snake plants, a young guy debating whether or not he needed a hanging version of the hoya-kerri, a heart-shaped plant that a Sill employee stressed was “rare and very hard to find”, and a young woman at the counter receiving advice on what plants would be best for her living situation.

“You can’t go wrong with succulents(多肉植物),” a Sill employee advised her. “They don’t need special care. The more you leave them alone, the more they want you.” The customer ended up buying the recommended succulent, along with two other plants and three pots. I was shocked when her total was announced:$240. She handed over her card without blinking an eye.

The relationship between millennials(千禧一代，出生于1984到2000年的人) and plants is a developing one. According to the 2016 National Gardening Report, six million new Americans took up gardening in 2015, and five million of them were in the 18 to 34 age group. There are a number of reasons why the millennials have love for plants, one of which is location. The trend is mostly specific to indoor plants because, as data has shown, fewer millennials are buying homes and more are choosing to move to cities and live in rented apartments. With tiny spaces, exposure to nature is often limited, and that’s why houseplants come into play.

Judith de Graaff, co-author of Urban Jungle: Living and Styling with Plants, relates the struggle directly. She’s been growing her indoor collection for years now and has more than 150 plants to date. “ And they might have a few parks nearby, but they’re not in touch with nature anymore. So, the easiest way to get back in touch with our roots is to have houseplants in our home.”

Graaff adds that the trend is also due to the millennials’ passion for their health. “The millennial generation is very in tune with health and making sure that their surroundings are good for them,” Tara Heibel, founder of Sprout Home, tells us. “ A lot of people come into the store asking which plants give off the best oxygen; they’re actually very concerned about the quality of their life, and plants can be a part of that.”

And, on a mental health level, indoor plants are generally a delight to have around. “Millennials are going to spend money on what makes them happy, so they are honest and direct,” says Heibel. “They’re going to make sure that their surroundings are something that they want to be in. Thank God, plants are part of that.”

And just in case you’ve forgotten, this is an article about millennials, and a trend isn’t an actual trend amongst this group unless it lends itself well to social media. And plants definitely do! Along with everything we already mentioned, they’re pleasing to look at above all else. “Millennials come in with their camera and phone and show me pictures of their entire place, wanting to make sure that the plants go well with their furniture. They’d like to share them later online,” says Heibel.

Will the millennials’ interest in plants decline as they get older and their interests evolve? It’s possible, but neither Heibel nor Graaff thinks that will happen. “ It will probably change over time, along with the kinds of plants that are trendy. I think in 10 years it will be different, but there will still be lots of plants in people’s homes,” says Graaff.

As for myself, I have 19 plants to look after. The agenda behind my visit that day involved replacing a plant I had. It died after I had taken a class on how to take care of houseplants. “ I’m sure you’ll have better luck this time around,” a sympathetic Sill employee told me. “ Either way, I’ll be back,” I responded. “My space could benefit from some vine plants, and I’m a believer of strength in numbers.”

Children’s mindsets have important implications for their motivation and performance in school. Children with a growth mindset believe that their abilities, including intelligence, are malleable（可塑的）and can be increased with effort and good learning strategies. As a result, they are motivated to work hard and persist when things get challenging. They are not afraid of failure because they view it as an opportunity to learn, a necessary step toward success.

It’s a different story for children with a fixed mindset. These children believe that intelligence is fixed (i.e., they are either born smart or not). They believe that learning should be easy and effort is unnecessary for those who are naturally smart. When fixed-mindset children struggle to master something or experience failure, they assume that they are not smart and quickly give up.

Studies have shown that children with a growth mindset do better in school than those with a fixed mindset. For example, Lisa Blackwell and her colleagues found that 7th graders who believed that intelligence is malleable achieved better grades in mathematics throughout junior high school than students with a fixed mindset. Many other studies demonstrate that mindsets can be changed, and a growth mindset is the key to academic success.

Parents and teachers can have a huge impact on children’s mindset. To develop a growth mindset in your children, you should use process praise. When your children succeed, you may be tempted to praise their intelligence or talent (“You’re smart” or “You’re such a good gymnast”), but this type of praise leads to a fixed mindset. It sends the message that the performance is due to talent. Instead, you are supposed to praise their hard work, good learning strategies, and perseverance that they engaged in to achieve the success.

Another important thing you can do is have a growth mindset yourself. If you don’t have a growth mindset, it’s never too late to develop one. You must be careful when talking about others’ success. Don’t say that success is just due to their innate ability but talk about the hard work and strategies needed to achieve the success (“That competitor on Britain’s Got Talent must have trained for hours every single day!” ). Talk to your children about the mistakes that you’ve made and what you’ve learned from them. Teach them that failure is nothing to be afraid of.

Every time we learn something new, the brain changes by forming new neural connections. The brain gets stronger with training, just like a muscle. Researchers have found that this simple but vivid analogy（类比）helps students develop the growth mindset and achieve better results at school.
