The first time Mercado thought seriously about becoming a professional model, she surfed the Internet for someone with a physical disability in the modeling world. That was six years ago, when disabled models were   36  . Thus, her search came up empty.

“ I didn't think there was a   37  . ” she talks of the career she'd imagined "Not because I wasn't worthy of it, but because I didn't see anyone else like me out there. It was just not a thing.” However, Mercado has helped   38   that reality because of her not giving up. Last year, Mercado signed with IMG Models, the powerhouse agency which   39   top supermodels.

During a shoot, there are certain movements and   40   that are simply not an option for her. But her team has always found a way to work around these   41  , and she's never been cut from a campaign because of concerns about her disability.

Almost one hundred fifty years ago, Charles Darwin, the famous British naturalist, proposed a surprising new theory about the cause of human emotions. Facial expressions, he argued, are more than the visible signs of an emotion; to some extent they actually cause the emotion. The theory was controversial (有争议的)and, at the time, impossible to prove.

Within the last few decades, psychologists have been investigating the idea that we can put smiles in our hearts by first putting them on our faces. In a research study, volunteers were asked to say words that placed their facial muscles into either smiles or frowns. The purpose of the task was not explained. After the experiment, the volunteers who said words like ‘cheese’ were measurably happier than those who said words like ‘few’.

To explain these results, the researchers theorized that there is a relationship between facial expressions and the temperature of the blood entering the brain. According to their theory, the muscle contraction (收缩) produced by a facial expression raises or lowers the temperature of the blood that flows through the person’s face. The change in temperature is slight — less than 1℃. The blood vessels (血管) in the face connect to the carotid artery, which leads to the hypothalamus, an area of the brain believed to control emotions. The researchers theorized that warmer blood, which is associated with frowning, leads to feelings of unhappiness. A smile, which is created by a different set of muscles, lowers the blood temperature and tends to produce a feeling of happiness.

In another study, volunteers were told exactly which facial muscles to contract but they were not told which emotion they were mimicking (模仿). As they produced the muscular movements of a particular emotional expression, they tended to experience that emotion. For example, while making a fearful expression, they reported feeling more fear than anger, sadness, or despair.

Acceptance of the research relating emotions to facial expressions, especially the blood temperature theory, is far from universal. However, some psychologists hope that the phenomenon may be useful in treating mild depression. They do agree, though, that facial expressions are not the most important causes of emotion. Encouraging people to smile while they are mourning (哀痛), for example, would do little to lessen their grief.

Adolescents typically think in concrete ways. This means that they have difficulty with abstract and symbolic concepts. Their thinking tends to focus on the present. They are just starting to be able to gather information from experience, analyze information, and make critical decisions about future choices and consequences. Experts suggest this stage of thinking should be taken into account when parents and teachers are giving advice to adolescents.

Adolescence tends to be a self-centred period. Many adolescents are preoccupied (全神贯注的) with their own desires and can be insensitive (不顾他人感受 的) to others. Because they are so self-centred, they seem to believe other people are watching them. As a result, some teens may feel as if they are constantly ‘on stage’ and are being judged by an imaginary audience. A teen affected by this imaginary audience may be self-conscious and concerned about appearance. For example, some teens may comb their hair endlessly, change their clothes often, and constantly look in the mirror to see how they look to others.

It is normal for adolescents to have a sense of being uniquely invincible ( 无敌的), which misleads them into believing they are too strong to be defeated, and to have an ‘it will never happen to me’ mindset. This way of thinking may limit their ability to assess situations, risks, and future consequences. As a result, they may engage in risky behaviour and test authority. Young adolescents search for personal meaning in their lives and learn to define themselves by being exposed to a wide variety of experiences. ‘Safe’ risks should be encouraged as they help teens to find meaning in their lives.

Adolescents gradually become more sophisticated (复杂的) in their thinking. They are also starting to recognize that issues are complex and that information can be interpreted in different ways. They learn flexibility, complex reasoning, sensitivity toward others, and problem solving. The ability to see other points of view sometimes can be unsettling for adolescents who may then question issues that they accepted in the past. This can make some adolescents feel insecure. In times of stress, adolescents may revert to ( 恢复) concrete, simplistic thinking. This process is valuable for adolescents because the experiences that build responsible, caring, and morally courageous adults begin long before adulthood. Adolescents need more guidance than ever as they move from childhood toward adulthood.
